ADVENT: A TIME OF JOYFUL ANTICIPATION  
 

Advent is a time that reflects the joy of anticipation, and the expectation, of Jesus’ first coming when he appeared 
on earth.  Advent is a time of preparation, and as such becomes a time of desire, longing and expectancy. 
 
The Church prepares for the coming of Jesus in many ways: 
 
• Through the Old Testament – the banner at the front of the Church, on the left, shows Lady Wisdom in the 

center surrounded by four Old Testament prophets from whom the first Scripture readings at Mass are taken 
in the season of Advent; 

• Through John the Baptist who shows us that Advent is a time of conversion;  
• Through Mary – the banner on the right holds an image of Mary.  The Holy Spirit hovers over her and thus she 

conceives the Saviour of the world.  If there is one who knows what it is to wait and to live Advent, it is 
obviously Mary. 

 
Until the last Sunday of Advent, the emphasis is on the coming of Jesus at the end of time. The theme then 
switches to the coming of Jesus as a baby in Bethlehem – now is the time to set out the nativity scenes. Advent is 
about more than our preparation for the Church's celebration of Christ's birth at Christmas. Advent is also about 
preparing ourselves for Christ's return in glory at the end of time. Our faithfulness to God, through the good times 
as well as the difficult times, shows us to be ready for the coming of the Son of Man.
