Social Reflection: We live nowadays in a ‘secular’ society. Now, what meaning does such society provide to our 
existence? Our world is more and more in search of happiness; ‘Where is happiness, where is it?’ 
  
An Answer to our Faith:  
How do we, as Christians, live in this society? Is our faith still relevant? Might our faith provide an answer to the 
question raised by the artist and our world?

In John’s Gospel, Jesus’ first words are “What are you looking for?”  This is an important question for us to ask people 
in our community if we wish to invite them to walk with us. We need to find out from them “what are you looking for?” 
and “are you finding what you are looking for in our parish communities?”  

At the diocesan meet-ups which gave shape to the synodal process, parishioners asked  us to make sure we reached 
out beyond our church walls to ask people outside of the church what they are looking for.  That is not an easy task!  
We put together an on-line questionnaire that asks people about their joys and fears, their experience of church, and 
what they are looking for in a parish community. To get this questionnaire outside of the church, however, we need all 
of you.  Would you send it to one or two people you know?  Your children, your spouse, your siblings, your friends, 
your colleagues?
