COVID-19 UPDATE FOROLV & ST. MALACHY CHURCHES

Once again, COVID is threatening the lives of many elderly and vulnerable people, as well as the integrity of our health care
system.

Consequently, the Quebec government has introduced new measures to fight the virus. The one change that will dramatically
have an impact on our community is the requirement to provide a vaccination passport to attend mass celebrations. This new
measure will become effective as of December 20, 2021. Other public health measures will remain in place.  Given that this is
the first time we will be doing this verification process on Christmas morning, parishioners are being asked to come to
mass a little earlier to avoid a bottleneck at the entrance.
