Changes for Saturday Mass in Mayo from May 2 - October 3 inclusive 
 

This SUMMER from May 2nd to October 3rd inclusive, on the FIRST Saturday a month only, Mass will NOT be celebrated at St. 
Malachy's. These days correspond to the First Saturdays: May 2, June 6, September 5 and October 3. Instead on these 
first Saturdays, in place of Mass, there will be a Liturgy of the Word/Communion Service at 5pm. Those parishioners in Mayo 
who wish to attend Mass, may do so at Our Lady of Victory Parish, twenty minutes away in Buckingham, on the Sunday 
following at 9 am. There are two exceptions to this change occurring on July 11th and August 8th. AFTER October 3, 
Mass will once again be celebrated at St. Malachy's on Saturday at 5pm.
